2. The Defendants are the State of Texas including its employees and agents, Governor Greg Abbott, in his official capacity as the Governor of the State of Texas, Texas Health And Human Services Commission, Texas Department of State Health Services, Phil Wilson, in his official capacity as the Executive Director of the Texas Department of State Health Services, John William Hellerstedt, M.D., in his official capacity as the Commissioner of the Texas Department of State Health Services, Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission, Bentley Nettles, in his official capacity as the Executive Director of the Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission,  Williamson County & Cities Health District, Derrick L. Neal, M.P.A., in his official capacity as the Executive Director of the Williamson County & Cities Health District, Williamson County Board of Health, and Marlene McMichael, in her official capacity as the Chairman of the Williamson County Board of Health (collectively, “Defendants”).
3. From March 19, 2020, through October 7, 2020, Defendant Governor Greg Abbott executed Executive Orders in response to the novel coronavirus (“COVID-19”) outbreak pandemic, purportedly to protect the public health, safety, and welfare of the residents of the State of Texas. Defendant Governor Greg Abbott claims he has the authority and powers to execute said Executive Orders as set forth under specific Texas statutes.
JURISDICTION AND VENUE
4. This action arises out of Defendants’ ongoing violations of Plaintiffs’ rights under the First, Fourth, Fifth, and Fourteenth Amendments to the United States Constitution raising federal questions. This Court has jurisdiction pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1331 and 1343(a)(3)(4) which confers original jurisdiction on federal district courts to hear suits alleging the violation of rights and privileges under the United States Constitution.
5. Venue is proper in the Houston Division of the United States District Court for the Southern District of Texas pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1391(b)(2) because a substantial part of the events and omissions and harm alleged herein have occurred or will soon occur in this district unless judicial relief is obtained.
6. Venue is also proper in the Houston Division of the United States District Court for the Southern District of Texas pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1391(b)(1) because the Defendants are all residents of the Defendant State of Texas and reside in said district within the meaning of 28 U.S.C. § 1391(b)(1).
7. An actual and justiciable controversy exists between Plaintiffs and Defendants.
Nature of the cause of Action
8. Plaintiffs sue Defendants for declaratory judgment and injunctive relief pursuant to 42 U.S.C. § 1983 for violations of the Plaintiffs’ First, Fourth, Fifth, and Fourteenth Amendment rights, in connection with Defendants’ unjustified interference with Plaintiffs’ lawful activities and Defendants’ unlawful adoption of “contact tracing” to track and monitor daily movements of Texans including the Plaintiffs.
9. As set forth more fully in the Prayer for Relief, Plaintiffs seek the following relief:


(a) 
An injunction prohibiting Defendants from implementing “contact tracing” of law-abiding Texans including the Plaintiffs;


(b)

Business Plaintiffs – Each Business Plaintiff includes, but is not limited to, bar and restaurant owners whose businesses were forced to close or operate at a reduced capacity due to the enforcement of the Executive Orders issued by Governor Abbott. These Plaintiffs were issued citations, closed, and/or arrested by government agencies for operating their businesses in compliance with the laws of the State of Texas. Especially in light of the fact, as further explained below, that the Executive Orders issued by Governor Abbott did not require the closure of their businesses or for their businesses to operate at a reduced capacity.

Individual Plaintiffs – Each Individual Plaintiffs includes, but is not limited to, each individual whose liberty interest has been trampled on by Governor Abbott’s Executive Orders. Each Individual Plaintiff was prevented from exercising, in part, his freedom of assembly, freedom of association, freedom to travel, freedom from the deprivation of liberty by the government, by the Defendants enforcing the Executive Orders issued by Governor Abbott which were not based in law and for which he lacked the authority to do so under the Texas and United States Constitutions. Each Individual Plaintiff was prevented, in part, from attending church, associating with others, patronizing retail establishments by the Defendants.
2838. Each Plaintiff has suffered an injury in fact that is fairly traceable to the conduct of the Defendants and which is likely to be redressed by a favorable judicial decision from the Court. See the Affidavits attached hereto as Exhibit 33 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if stated herein verbatim.
2839. Defendant State of Texas (“Defendant Texas”), which includes its employees and agents, is a governmental entity responsible for enacting and enforcing the laws of the State of Texas including the Executive Orders GA-08 to GA-32 issued from March 19, 2020, to October 7, 2020. Defendant Texas may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.
2840. Defendant Abbott (“Defendant Abbott”), named in his official capacity, is the Governor of the State of Texas generally charged with enforcing the laws of the State of Texas who issued Executive Orders GA-08 to GA-32 from March 19, 2020, to October 7, 2020. Defendant Abbott may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2841. Defendant Texas Health And Human Services Commission (“Defendant HHSC”), a governmental  agency of the State of Texas which includes its employees and agents, is responsible for making recommendations…guidelines…regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its residents related to the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant HHSC may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2842. Defendant Texas Department of State Health Services (“Defendant DSHS”), a governmental agency of the State of Texas which includes its employees and agents, is responsible for making recommendations…guidelines…regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its residents related to the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant DSHS may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.
2843. Defendant Phil Wilson (“Defendant Wilson”), named in his official capacity, is the Executive Director of Defendant DSHS and is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant Wilson may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.
2844. Defendant John William Hellerstedt, M.D. (“Defendant Hellerstedt”), named in his official capacity, is the Commissioner of Defendant DSHS and is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant Hellerstedt may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2845. Defendant Texas Alcoholic Beverage Commission (“Defendant TABC”), a governmental agency of the State of Texas which includes its employees and agents, is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its residents including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant TABC may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2846. Defendant Bentley Nettles (“Defendant Nettles”), named in his official capacity, is the Executive Director of Defendant TABC and is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant Nettles may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2847. Defendant Williamson County & Cities Health District (“Defendant WCCHD”), a governmental agency of the State of Texas which includes its employees and agents, is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant WCCHD may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2848. Defendant Derrick L. Neal, M.P.A. (“Defendant Neal”), named in his official capacity, is the Executive Director of Defendant WCCHD and is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant Nettles may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2849. Defendant Williamson County Board of Health (“Defendant WCBH”), a governmental agency of the State of Texas which includes its employees and agents, is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant WCBH may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2850. Defendant Marlene McMichael (“Defendant McMichael”), named in her official capacity, is the Chairman of Defendant McMichael and is generally charged with enforcing the laws regarding the public health of the State of Texas and its resident including the COVID-19 executive orders at issue in this cause of action. Defendant McMichael may be served through the Office of the Attorney General, 209 West 14th Street, Austin, Texas 78701, pursuant to the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure.

2851. An actual and justiciable controversy exists between Plaintiffs and Defendants.

Irreparable Harm and Inadequacy of Alternate Remedies
2852. Defendants’ actions cause an infringement on the First Amendment rights of Plaintiffs and the “loss of First Amendment freedoms, for even minimal periods of time, unquestionably constitutes irreparable injury.” Elrod v. Burns, 427 U.S. 347, 373 (1976). Accordingly, Plaintiffs have suffered – and continue to suffer – irreparable harm.

2853. Defendants’ actions also infringe on the Fourth Amendment rights of Plaintiffs by tracking their daily whereabouts without their consent, without a warrant, and without adequate justification. Plaintiffs’ Fourth Amendment right to privacy is infringed by this unconsented surveillance by Defendants.

2854. Defendants’ actions further violate the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment, by arbitrarily and selectively interfering with some businesses (including several Plaintiffs) but not others.
2855. Defendants’ actions additionally violate the Takings Clause of the Fifth Amendment by taking some of the Plaintiffs’ private property without just compensation.
2856. Because this Court has jurisdiction as a threshold matter, the Declaratory Judgment Act, 28 U.S.C. §§ 2201-2202, provides this Court with the power to “declare the rights and other legal relations of any interested party … whether or not further relief is or could be sought.” 28 U.S.C. § 2201; according to Fed. R. Civ. P. 57 advisory committee note (“the fact that another remedy would be equally effective affords no ground for declining declaratory relief”).

Allegations Relevant to All Counts
2857. Defendants locked down most business activities in Texas with a series of orders (“Lock Down Orders”) under the guise of combating COVID-19.

2858. On March 13, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued a disaster proclamation, certifying under Section 418.014 of the Texas Government Code that COVID-19 poses an imminent threat of disaster for all counties in the State of Texas.
2859. On March 19, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-08 mandating certain obligations for Texans in accordance with President Donald J. Trump’s Coronavirus Guidelines for America. 

2860. On April 12, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued a proclamation renewing the disaster declaration for all counties in Texas.

2861. On April 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott renewed his determination that Defendant Hellerstedt had determined that COVID-19 represents a public health disaster within the meaning of Chapter 81 of the Texas Health and Safety Code.

2862. On April 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-16 to continue through April 30, 2020, restrictions, including social distancing restrictions, for Texans according to federal guidelines, and provided first steps to Open Texas which permitted retail pick-up and delivery services.

2863. On April 27, 2020, Executive Order Number GA-18 expanded the services that were reopened in Texas to allow in-store retail and dine-in restaurant to operate at a 25 percent occupancy restriction thereby crippling the business’ ability to earn a profit.
2864. On May 5, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-21 which commanded as follows:
People shall avoid visiting bars, massage establishments, tattoo studios, piercing studios, sexually oriented businesses, or interactive amusement venues such as bowling alleys, video arcades, amusement parks, water parks, or splash pads, unless these enumerated establishments or venues are specifically added as a reopened service by proclamation or future executive order of the governor. Notwithstanding anything herein to the contrary, the governor may by proclamation add to this list of establishments or venues that people shall avoid visiting. To the extent any of the establishments or venues that people shall avoid visiting also offer reopened services permitted above, such as restaurant services, these establishments or venues can offer only the reopened services and may not offer any other services. The use of drive thru, pickup, or delivery options for food and drinks remains allowed and highly encouraged throughout the limited duration of this executive order.

Executive Order Number GA-21 expanded the reopening of certain businesses and activities in Texas. Defendant DSHS stated that “[t]his announcement expands upon the businesses and activities included in the first phase of the plan to Open Texas while minimizing the spread of COVID-19.” Executive Order Number GA-21 also authorized the immediate opening of the following businesses: wedding venues, services required to conduct weddings, and wedding reception services. Indoor weddings and receptions may not exceed 25 percent of the “total listed occupancy of the facility.”
2865. Additionally, as of May 8, 2020, the following businesses were allowed to reopen with restrictions:
· Cosmetology salons, hair salons, barber shops, nail salons/shops, and tanning salons (these businesses must ensure at least six feet of social distancing between operating workstations)

· Indoor and outdoor swimming pools (may not exceed 25 percent of the total occupancy)

· Local public swimming pools only if permitted by local government (presumably also subject to the 25 percent occupancy limitation)
1403.
Finally, on May 18, 2020, the following businesses were permitted to reopen with the following restrictions: 
· “Services provided by office workers in offices that operate at up to the greater of (i) five individuals, or (ii) 25 percent of the total office workforce,” provided social distancing is maintained

· Nonessential manufacturers (may not exceed 25 percent of the total occupancy and must have staggered workflows and breaks)

· Gyms and exercise facilities (may not exceed 25 percent of the total occupancy; restrooms may be opened, but locker rooms and showers must remain closed)
2866. According to Executive Order Number GA-21, these businesses may operate at an increased capacity of up to 50 percent if located in a county where there have been five or fewer cases of COVID-19 assuming the county is in compliance with the requisite attestation required by Defendant DSHS.
2867. Importantly, the occupancy limitations described above do not apply to those businesses classified as “essential”. Additionally, employees of service-oriented businesses do not count toward the occupancy limit except for nonessential manufacturers and services provided by office workers. Thus, for example, restaurant employees would not be included in determining the occupancy limit.
Health Protocols for Employees and Contractors
2868. Regardless of the reopening date, all newly reopened businesses and services are subject to the recommended minimum standard health outlined by Defendant DSHS. The recommendations by Defendant DSHS include, but are not limited to, the following:
· “Train all employees on appropriate cleaning and disinfection, hand hygiene, and respiratory etiquette.”
· “Screen employees and contractors before coming into the business”:
· “Send home any employee or contractor who has any of the following new or worsening signs or symptoms of possible COVID-19”:
· Cough

· Shortness of breath or difficulty breathing

· Chills and/or repeated shaking with chills

· Muscle pain

· Headache

· Sore throat

· Loss of taste or smell

· Diarrhea

· Feeling feverish or having a temperature of 100.0 degrees Fahrenheit or higher

· Known close contact with a person who has been confirmed as having COVID-19 by laboratory testing.
· “Do not allow employees or contractors with new or worsening signs or symptoms listed above to return to work until [compliance with the following protocols has been achieved]”:
· In the case of an employee or contractor who was diagnosed with COVID-19 or who has symptoms that could be COVID-19 and has not been evaluated by a medical professional or tested for COVID-19 but is assumed to have COVID-19, the individual may return to work when all three of the following criteria are met:
· at least 3 days (72 hours) have passed since recovery (resolution of fever without the use of fever-reducing medications);

· the individual has improvement in symptoms (e.g., cough and shortness of breath); and

· at least 10 days have passed since symptoms first appeared.
· If an employee or contractor has symptoms that could be COVID-19 and wants to return to work before completing the above-described self-isolation period, the individual must obtain a medical professional’s note clearing the individual for return based on an alternative diagnosis.
· “Do not allow an employee or contractor with known close contact [with] a person who is lab-confirmed to have COVID-19 to return to work until the end of the 14-day self-quarantine period from the last date of exposure (with an exception granted for healthcare workers and critical infrastructure workers).”
· “Have employees and contractors wash or sanitize their hands upon entering the business.”
· “Have employees and contractors maintain at least six feet [of] separation from other individuals. If such distancing is not feasible, other measures such as face covering, hand hygiene, cough etiquette, cleanliness, and sanitation should be rigorously practiced.”
· “If an employer provides a meal for employees and/or contractors, employers are recommended to have the meal individually packaged for each individual.”
· “Consistent with the actions taken by many employers across the state, consider having all employees and contractors wear cloth face coverings (over the nose and mouth). If available, employees and contractors should consider wearing non-medical grade face masks.”
Health Protocols for Employers’ Facilities

· “If six feet of separation cannot be maintained between employees, contractors, and/or customers inside the facility, consider the use of engineering controls, such as dividers between individuals, to minimize the chances of transmission of COVID-19.”
· “Regularly and frequently clean and disinfect any regularly-touched surfaces, such as doorknobs, tables, chairs, and restrooms.”
· “Disinfect any items that come into contact with customers.”
· “Make hand sanitizer, disinfecting wipes, soap and water, or similar disinfectant readily available to employees, contractors, and customers.”
· “Place readily visible signage at the business to remind everyone of best hygiene practices.”
· “For employers with more than 10 employees and/or contractors present at one time, consider having an individual wholly or partially dedicated to ensuring the health protocols adopted by the employer are being successfully implemented and followed.”
2869. In addition to the standards described above for all businesses, the minimum standard health standard protocols outlined by Defendant DSHS provide specific, additional guidance for particular industries and spheres of activity including retail stores, restaurants, movie theaters, museums, libraries, churches, and places of worship.
2870. On Tuesday, May 5, 2020, Dallas cosmetologist Shelly Luther was sentenced to seven (7) days in jail and fined $7,000.00 for violating Defendant Abbott’s Executive Order Number GA-18. 
2871. Shortly thereafter, on May 7, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-22 which opened, among other things, “cosmetology salons, hair salons, barber shops, nail salons/shops, and other establishments where licensed cosmetologists or barbers practice their trade” while ordering that people “shall avoid visiting” certain businesses including, but not limited to, bars, amusement parks, tattoo parlors” and many more. Executive Order Number GA-22 also eliminated confinement in jail as an available penalty for violations of Defendant Abbott’s executive orders. In addition, Defendant Abbott further ordered that Executive Order Number GA-22 “operates retroactively to April 1, 2020.” 

2872. On May 18, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-23, the second phase of the State of Texas' ongoing plan to reopen, among other things, allowing restaurants to increase their occupancy limit to fifty percent (50%).
2873. As stated in his previous Executive Orders regarding COVID-19 and despite his Executive Order Number GA-22, Defendant Abbott ordered in Executive Order Number GA-23 that “under Section 418.173 [of the Texas Government Code], failure to comply with any executive order issued during the COVID-19 disaster is an offense punishable by a fine not to exceed $1,000, confinement in jail for a term not to exceed 180 days, or both fine and confinement.”
2874. In 2019, approximately 180,000 Texans died of a host of diseases and events, including heart disease, strokes, cancer, diabetes, pneumonia, liver disease, alcohol related diseases, suicide, opioid addiction, Alzheimer’s, and traffic accidents. This amounts to about 493 deaths per day. As of June 3, 2020, there have been 1,734 fatalities confirmed or presumed to be due to COVID-19 in Texas. Death attributable to COVID-19, constitute less than 1% of the annual Texan deaths and less than half of the annual traffic deaths in 2019 which was 3,650.
2875. Defendants’ Lock Down Orders failed to adopt the least restrictive means and failed to permit businesses to operate in a safe manner that would not unduly spread disease. Defendants failed to include safeguards to protect the constitutional rights of Texans.

2876. Defendants’ Lock Down Orders unconstitutionally infringed on the rights of each Plaintiff and many Texans and directly caused the imprisonment of Plaintiff Gabrielle Ellison, the owner of a bar doing business as Big Daddy Zanes.
2877. On June 3, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-26. The order increased the maximum occupancy for most businesses whose operations were restricted by prior executive orders to at least fifty percent (50%). Notably, there is no occupancy limit for essential activities, religious services, local government operations (including county and municipal governmental operations relating to licenses), or child care services listed by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s Cybersecurity and Infrastructure Security Agency (“CISA”) in its Guidance on the Essential Critical Infrastructure Workforce, Version 3.1.

2878. Executive Order Number GA-26 states that people should not gather in groups larger than ten and should maintain six feet of social distancing from those not in their group.
Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders

2879. On March 13, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued a Proclamation certifying that COVID-19 poses an imminent threat of disaster within the State of Texas and declared a state of disaster for all counties within the State of Texas. See the PROCLAMATION attached hereto as Exhibit 1 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length.

2880. On March 19, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-08 relating to COVID-19 preparedness and mitigation. See Executive Order Number GA-08 attached hereto as Exhibit 2 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Within his Executive Order Number GA-08, Defendant Abbott references President Donald J. Trump’s Coronavirus Guidelines for America and the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”) calling upon Americans to use pickup or delivery options at restaurants and bars. President Donald J. Trump’s Coronavirus Guidelines for America and the CDC did not recommend that restaurants and bars be closed. See The President’s Coronavirus Guidelines for America attached hereto as Exhibit 3 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. 
2881. On March 22, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-09 relating to hospital capacity during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-09 attached hereto as Exhibit 4 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Within his Executive Order Number GA-09, Defendant Abbott references section 418.012 of the Texas Government Code stating his executive orders have the force and effect of law.

2882. On March 24, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-10 relating to daily reporting during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-10 attached hereto as Exhibit 5 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length.

2883. On March 26, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-11 relating to airport screening and self-quarantine during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-11 attached hereto as Exhibit 6 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Within his Executive Order Number GA-11, Defendant Abbott references section 418.018(c) of the Texas Government Code stating the “governor may control ingress and egress to and from a disaster area and the movement of persons and the occupancy of premises in the area” and using said section to require a select group  of people to self-quarantine.

2884. On March 26, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-12 relating to roadway screening and self-quarantine during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-12 attached hereto as Exhibit 7 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length.

2885. On March 29, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-13 relating to detention in county and municipal jails during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-13 attached hereto as Exhibit 8 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length.

2886. On March 31, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-14 relating to statewide continuity of essential services and activities during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-14 attached hereto as Exhibit 9 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Within his Executive Order Number GA-14, Defendant Abbott references “Guidelines”, not “Mandates”, issued based upon the advice of Anthony Fauci, M.D., and Deborah Birx, M.D., regarding the physical distance to be maintained between individuals, not the closure of bars and restaurants. Nonetheless, within his Executive Order Number GA-14, Defendant Abbott, contrary to the Guidelines from President Donald J. Trump and the CDC, ordered that every person was prevented from eating or drinking at bars and restaurants without asserting evidence of community transmission. See The President’s Coronavirus Guidelines for America (“Guidelines”) attached hereto as Exhibit 10 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Additionally, Executive Order Number GA-14 superseded only Executive Order Number GA-08.

2887. On April 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-15 relating to hospital capacity during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-15 attached hereto as Exhibit 11 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length.

2888. On April 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-16 relating to the safe, strategic reopening of select services as the first step to Open Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-16 attached hereto as Exhibit 12 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Within his Executive Order Number GA-16, Defendant Abbott improperly references the Guidelines and the CDC as the basis for people to avoid eating or drinking at bars and restaurants. Without evidence of community transmission, neither the  Guidelines or the CDC recommends that restaurants and bars be closed or that people should avoid eating or drinking at bars and restaurants. Executive Order Number GA-16 contradicts itself by stating that people shall avoid eating or drinking at bars and restaurants while stating that social gatherings and in-person contact with people who are not in the same household should be minimized rather than prevented. Additionally, Executive Order Number GA-14 superseded only Executive Order Number GA-14.

2889. On April 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-17 relating to the establishment of the Governor’s Strike Force to Open Texas. See Executive Order Number GA-17 attached hereto as Exhibit 13 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. It is important to note that Defendant Abbott acknowledges within Executive Order Number GA-17 that he directly imposed restrictions on Texans, which includes the Plaintiffs, through the execution of the aforementioned executive orders.

2890. On April 27, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-18 relating to the expanded reopening of services as part of the safe, strategic plan to Open Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-18 attached hereto as Exhibit 14 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-18, which fails to provide any evidence or any assertion of any community transmission of COVID-19, contradicts itself by stating that social gatherings and in-person contact with people who are not in the same household should be minimized rather than prevented while stating that people shall avoid visiting bars while stating that bars, as a retail service, may operate without any restrictions.

2891. On April 27, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-19 relating to hospital capacity during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-19 attached hereto as Exhibit 15 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-19 superseded only Executive Order Number GA-15. 

2892. On April 27, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-20 relating to expanding travel without restrictions as part of the safe, strategic plan to Open Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-20 attached hereto as Exhibit 16 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-20 superseded Executive Order Numbers GA-11 and GA-12 and ordered Executive Order Number GA-18 to replace Executive Order Number GA-16.

2893. On May 5, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-21 relating to the expanded reopening of services as part of the safe, strategic plan to Open Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-21 attached hereto as Exhibit 17 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-21, which fails to provide any evidence or any assertion of any community transmission of COVID-19, contradicts itself by stating that social gatherings and in-person contact with people who are not in the same household should be minimized rather than prevented while stating that people shall avoid visiting bars while stating that bars, as a retail service, may operate without any restrictions. Executive Order Number GA-21 superseded only Executive Order Number GA-18. 

2894. On May 7, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-22 relating to confinement during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-22 attached hereto as Exhibit 18 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-22 eliminated any confinement in jail as an available penalty for any violation of the aforementioned executive orders beginning April 2, 2020.

2895. On May 18, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-23 relating to the expanded opening of Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-23 attached hereto as Exhibit 19 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-23 permitted bars that are not restaurants to operate but at a reduced capacity. Executive Order Number GA-23 superseded Executive Order Numbers GA-21 and GA-22. 

2896. On May 21, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-24 relating to the termination of air travel restrictions as part of the safe, strategic plan to Open Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-24 attached hereto as Exhibit 20 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-24 terminated all restrictions contained within Executive Order Number GA-20. Executive Order Number GA-24 superseded Executive Order Numbers GA-11, GA-12, and GA-20.

2897. On May 22, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-25 relating to the closing of county and municipal jails to in-person visitation in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-25 attached hereto as Exhibit 21 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-24 terminated all restrictions contained within Executive Order Number GA-20. Executive Order Number GA-24 superseded Executive Order Numbers GA-11, GA-12, and GA-20.

2898. On May 26, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued a Proclamation expanding the enumerated list of Covered Services in Executive Order Number GA-23. See the Proclamation attached hereto as Exhibit 22 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. 

2899. On June 3, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-26 relating to the expanded opening of Texas in response to the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-26 attached hereto as Exhibit 23 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-26 removed the reduced occupancy capacity for indoor bars that are not restaurants and increased the occupancy capacity for restaurants to seventy-five percent (75%). Executive Order Number GA-26 superseded Executive Order Number GA-23.

2900. On June 25, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-27 relating to the need for increased hospital capacity during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-27 attached hereto as Exhibit 24 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. 

2901. On June 30, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued a Proclamation amending Executive Order Number GA-27 relating to increased hospital capacity in Texas during the disaster posed by the novel coronavirus (COVID-19). See the Proclamation attached hereto as Exhibit 25 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. 

2902. On July 9, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued a Proclamation amending Executive Order Number GA-27 relating to increased hospital capacity in Texas during the disaster posed by the novel coronavirus (COVID-19). See the Proclamation attached hereto as Exhibit 26 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. 

2903. On June 26, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-28 relating to the targeted response to the COVID-19 disaster as part of the reopening of Texas. See Executive Order Number GA-28 attached hereto as Exhibit 27 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Defendant Abbott states within Executive Order Number GA-28 that despite the restrictions imposed via the aforementioned executive orders, the number of positive COVID-19 cases substantially increased as well as hospitalizations resulting from COVID-19. Executive Order Number GA-28 ordered that no one shall visit bars that are not restaurants. Executive Order Number GA-28 superseded Executive Order Number GA-26.

2904. On July 2, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-29 relating to the use of face coverings during the COVID-19. See Executive Order Number GA-29 attached hereto as Exhibit 28 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. 

2905. On September 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-30 relating to the continued response to the COVID-19 disaster as Texas reopens. See Executive Order Number GA-30 attached hereto as Exhibit 29 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-30 ordered that no one shall visit bars that are not restaurants. Executive Order Number GA-30 superseded Executive Order Number GA-28.

2906. On September 17, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-31 relating to hospital capacity during the COVID-19 disaster. See Executive Order Number GA-31 attached hereto as Exhibit 30 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-31 superseded Executive Order Numbers GA-19 and GA-27.

2907. On October 7, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order Number GA-32 relating to the continued response to the COVID-19 disaster as Texas reopens. See Executive Order Number GA-32 attached hereto as Exhibit 31 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated herein at length. Executive Order Number GA-32 ordered that bars that are not restaurants could operate at up to fifty percent (50%) reduced capacity. Executive Order Number GA-32 superseded Executive Order Number GA-30.

Defendant Abbott’s Contact Tracing Program

2908. In or about May, 2020, and without consulting with or obtaining the approval of the Texas legislature, Defendant Abbott executed a two hundred ninety-five million dollar ($295,000,000.00) contract for “contact tracing” to begin the surveillance and monitoring of the daily activities of Texans. The “contact tracing” contract was executed by Defendant Abbott without the “consent of the governed” as there was no vote by the duly elected representatives of the State of Texas, no debate, and no legislative oversight. In fact, the bidding process was open for a mere two (2) days.

2909. “Contact tracing” is used to trace, track, and monitor (investigate) personal contacts of a person infected with COVID-19 allegedly to notify each person of his exposure to a person infected with COVID-19 and what actions to take to allegedly prevent the spread of COVID-19. 

2910. “Contact tracing” operates to support and foster the quarantine of people, including forced detention, to allegedly prevent the additional transmission of COVID-19. 

2911. This “contact tracing” of Texan residents includes the required disclosure and confession of attendance at social activities, the identity of other persons in attendance at social activities, attendance at private activities, the identity of other persons in attendance at private activities, attendance at churches, the identity of other persons in attendance at churches, attendance at religious activities, the identity of other persons in attendance at religious activities, the movements of their children related to activities at school, and the identity of other persons in attendance at activities at school. In essence, Texans are asked to disclose and confess where each and others have been, with whom, and for what purposes.

2912. This “contact tracing” of Texan residents includes requiring access to each citizen’s cellular telephone to monitor the movements of said persons.

2913. There are no means for any Texan to opt out of this surveillance as others will be asked to report on everyone with whom they have been in the presence of without regard to due process and the privacy rights of those who do not want to be surveilled or monitored.

2914. Cellular telephones, no matter the type of operating system, are reportedly being reprogrammed to facilitate the unconsented tracking of Texans by Defendants, compiling information in ways that invade the privacy of Plaintiffs and other Texans.

2915. Defendants have not been transparent nor forthcoming in explaining all of the details of their two hundred ninety-five million dollar ($295,000,000.00) scheme for “contact tracing”. 

2916. The Director for the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (“CDC”), Robert Redfield, recently called for “very aggressive” “contact tracing”.

2917. This “very aggressive contact tracing” model implies a divergence from the traditional practice of interviewing people to the digital surveillance and monitoring of people, their activities, and with whom they associate.  

2918. The Defendants’ decision to use and rely on digital technology rather than the in-person interviews raises serious constitutional and privacy concerns of Defendants’ violations of Texas residents’ rights under the First and Fourth Amendments to the United States Constitution.    

2919. Defendants are issuing “Health Authority Order Imposing Control Measures” (“Control Orders”) for those people they have “reasonable cause to believe…have been exposed to…2019-nCoV (novel coronavirus).” 

2920. The Control Orders restrict the individual to his residence and states, “You may not leave home for work, school, social functions, or for any other reason except as permitted by this Order.”  

2921. The Control Orders further state: “You will not be permitted any visitors….”  

2922. The Control Orders include: “You will be monitored by…personnel twice per day until cleared.”  

2923. The Control Orders require each person’s travel arrangements to be approved and each person is “specifically prohibited from air or other mass transit until cleared.”  

2924. The Control Orders also require each person to provide the enforcement agency “any and all medical records necessary for the investigation of this communicable disease [COVID-19]”. Additionally, each person is ordered to provide the enforcement body “all information known to you that…” the enforcement agency “deems relevant to the investigation of this communicable disease, including but not limited to: names, phone numbers, and addresses of persons with whom you’ve been in contact; places you’ve visited; events and gatherings you’ve attended; and activities you’ve participated in.”.
2925. If one violates the Control Orders, he commits a criminal offense and can be incarcerated for 180 days and fined $2,000.00 or both. The Control Orders allow for: “INVOLUNTARY INCARCERATION IN A TREATMENT FACILITY OR OTHER LOCATION AS DETERMINED BY THE COURT.”
2926. On Tuesday, May 26, 2020, Plaintiff James Daggett heard a knock on the door of his apartment home in Cedar Park, Texas. When he answered it, two uniformed officers, one in a policeman’s uniform with a gun and another in a white uniform, handed him a document. 

2927. The man in the white uniform handed Plaintiff James Daggett an envelope, containing a letter from the Williamson County Health Department, demanding that he read said letter closely and follow its orders.  Plaintiff James Daggett was then interrogated about his health, how many people were living in his home, and where he traveled recently.
2928. The men that appeared at Plaintiff James Daggett’s residence were just two of the foot soldiers in an army of 4,000 “contact tracers” hired by Defendant Abbott as part of the two hundred ninety-five million dollar ($295,000,000.00) contract he executed, without approval from the Texas Legislature, with MTX Group, Inc. MTX Group, Inc., is a corporation based out of Albany, New York, which partners with Alphabet, Inc., the parent company of Google, and Sales Force to data-mine the public and store said data in Google’s “cloud” in perpetuity.
2929. The responsibility of the contact-tracer investigators is to build a web at the center of which are people like Plaintiff James Daggett who just happened to test positive for COVID-19 without determining whether such a result is a false positive. The contact-tracer investigators figuratively construct the spokes that come off the central web such as Plaintiff James Daggett’s family members, friends, his associates at work, and the customers he came in contact with though his employment.
Essential Services
2930. Defendant Abbott’s classification system as to which business is essential is arbitrary and irrational. There has never been such a classification of business activity before. 

2931. Defendant Abbott stated within Executive Order GA-14 that “’essential services’ shall consist of everything listed by the U.S. Department of Homeland Security in its Guidance on the Essential Critical Infrastructure Workforce, Version 2.0…” See Exhibit 9. The Guidance on the Essential Critical Infrastructure Workforce, Version 2.0, states, in part, the following:
This list is advisory in nature. It is not, nor should it be considered, a federal directive or standard. Additionally, this  advisory list is not intended to be the exclusive list of critical infrastructure sectors, workers, and functions that should continue during the COVID-19 response across all jurisdictions.

…

FOOD AND AGRICULTURE

•
Workers supporting…other retail…that sells…beverage products…
See the Guidance on the Essential Critical Infrastructure Workforce, Version 2.0, attached hereto as Exhibit 32 and incorporated by reference for all purposes as if fully stated verbatim herein. 

2932. Knowing the Guidance on the Essential Critical Infrastructure Workforce, Version 2.0 (“Essential Services 2.0”) listed bars, retailers of beverage products, as an essential service, Defendant Abbott stated within Executive Order GA-14 that “[i]n accordance with the Guidelines from the President and the CDC, people shall avoid eating or drinking at bars, restaurants,…provided, however, that the use of drive-thru, pickup, or delivery options for food and drinks is allowed and highly encouraged throughout the limited duration of this executive order.” Since bars and restaurants were listed as essential services per Essential Services 2.0, Defendant Abbott could not order them closed or to operate at a reduced capacity. 

2933. As a result, Defendant Abbott attempted to shift the burden to the citizens of Texas by ordering that “…people shall avoid eating or drinking at bars, restaurants…”. However, the order relied on the condition that the Guidelines from the President and the CDC be followed. The Guidelines from the President and the CDC did not mandate the closure of bars or restaurants. Executive Order GA-14 did not mandate the closure of bars and restaurants, but prohibited actions by individuals.
2934. Despite bars and restaurants listed as essential services, despite no order for bars and restaurants to close or operate at a reduced capacity, and despite the citizens of the State of Texas being ordered to conditionally avoid eating or drinking at bars or restaurants, Defendants have and continue to issue citations, assess fines, and take property thereby infringing upon Plaintiffs’ constitutional rights as a direct result of Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders.
CAPABLE OF REPETITION AND EVADING REVIEW
2935. Plaintiffs incorporate the preceding paragraphs in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.

2936. Plaintiffs assert that there is a real and immediate threat that the conditions as described herein are capable of repetition and have been repeated as the Defendants opened the State of Texas’ economy and then restricted its citizens’ activities only to repeatedly ease the arbitrary restrictions and restrict same. As a result, any change in the present Executive Orders should not make this cause of action moot as it is capable of repetition and evading review.
COUNT I 
defendants’ VIOLATIONs OF THE FIRST AMENDMENT
2937. Plaintiffs incorporate the preceding paragraphs in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.

2938. The large-scale contact tracing undertaken by Defendants imposes a profound chilling effect on First Amendment associative rights of Plaintiffs and all Texans.

2939. Specifically, Plaintiffs are unconstitutionally infringed in their freedom of association because, depending on with whom Plaintiffs associate, Defendants may subject Plaintiffs to unwanted surveillance and monitoring by the State of Texas.

2940. Defendants’ contact tracing subjects Plaintiffs’ association activities to monitoring, tracking, and placement into a third-party database by Defendant Texas.

2941. Plaintiffs’ personal First Amendment associative activities are chilled by this tracking by Defendants of the people who associate with Plaintiffs as Defendants seek reports from Texans on the movements and whereabouts of Texas residents.

2942. Plaintiffs’ business activities are injured by this chilling effect of Defendants asking Texans whom they saw at business establishments thereby deterring customers from patronizing Plaintiffs’ businesses in order to avoid being tracked and monitored by Defendants.


2943. Defendants’ infringement on Plaintiffs’ associative rights have directly caused monetary injury to Plaintiffs.
2944. The First Amendment to the United States Constitution provides protection for the freedom of association in the context of expressive association. 

2945. Expressive association includes speech, assembly, press, petitioning the government for grievances, and the free exercise of religion.

2946. The restrictions imposed by Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders restricts public gatherings to ten (10) people and restricts the occupancy capacity at which a restaurant may operate. 
2947. Political subdivisions within the State of Texas are required to hold public meetings for which the public is invited to attend and do attend in numbers greater than ten (10) people. 

2948. Political representatives and candidates for political office often hold “town hall” meetings, gatherings, debates, and similar events at restaurants and bars to discuss topics and issues of general importance, including topics and issues relating to the health, safety, and welfare of the local community, with the local constituents.

2949. The Defendants’ Lock Down Orders and Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders violate the freedom of association clause as expressive advocacy is prevented from taking place as a result of Defendants limiting the number of individuals at public gatherings. The Defendants’ Lock Down Orders and Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders arbitrarily and capriciously affect people who pose no danger to others.

2950. The right to attend public meetings, “town hall” meetings, gatherings, debates, and similar events, whether or not held at a bar or restaurant, is protected by the First Amendment to the United States Constitution and is directly and completely prohibited by the Defendants’ Lock Down Orders and Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders.
2951. The fact that one might be able to attend said meetings and gatherings via video or audio technology does not require said person to attend said meetings and gatherings only by such means rather than in-person as citizens are not required to use only video or audio technology to attend meetings and gatherings and not all citizens have access to or own such technology. 
COUNT II

DEFENDANTS’ VIOLATIONS OF THE DUE PROCESS CLAUSE
Procedural Due Process
2952. Plaintiffs incorporate the preceding paragraphs in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.

2953. “No State shall make or enforce any law which shall abridge the privileges or  immunities of citizens of the United States; nor shall any State deprive any person of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law; nor deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.” (emphasis added) U.S. CONST. amend. XIV.
2954. Plaintiffs have not been afforded any of the due process protections required by the United States Constitution.
2955. Under Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders and in the aforementioned “contact tracing” contract, Plaintiffs and their businesses are assumed to be COVID-19 incubators despite a lack of evidence demonstrating so and without providing those businesses with any due process to contest that assumption.  

2956. Since 1895, the United States Supreme Court has recognized that  “All persons are presumed to be innocent and no person may by convicted of an offense unless each element of the offense is proved beyond a reasonable doubt.”  Coffin v. United States, 156 U.S. 432 (1895).

2957. Although the Constitution of the United States does not include the exact language regarding the presumption of innocence, the presumption has been held to follow from the Fifth, Sixth, and Fourteenth Amendments.

2958. By executing, implementing, and enforcing Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders and the aforementioned “contact-tracing” contract, Defendants deprived citizens of the opportunity to contest their alleged criminal status; and, thus, violated the due course of law provisions of the Texas Bill of Rights. Furthermore, the criminal penalties associated with Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders violate the due process clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution. 

2959. The rationale behind Defendant Abbott’s mass “lock-down” includes an assumption that each citizen is a threat to his fellow Texan. The only governmental interest in a pandemic is to prohibit individuals who are a contagious threat from spreading the disease. To presume in the definition of a crime that the essential element of the crime already exists, is a fundamental contradiction of the presumption of innocence.

2960. The law regarding communicable disease is to stop the spread by those who have the disease. The legitimate purpose of pandemic law is to stop those who actually are a threat.

2961. The Due Process Clause of the United States Constitution prevents the government from acting in a way that has the effect of concluding that one is a threat even though there is no proof that he is a threat or even has COVID-19 or any symptoms related thereto. 

2962. “Health” means the state of being free from illness or injury. Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders are arbitrary and capricious in that one’s health, as previously defined, is not a defense to the criminal penalties, the Lock Down Orders, and said Executive Orders; and is not considered when determining which businesses are closed or allowed to operate with or without limited capacity.
2963. The Due Process Clause of the United States Constitution prevents the Defendants from assuming guilt and not providing Plaintiffs an opportunity to contest said assumption of guilt. 
2964. The determination of which businesses are to be closed, open but operate at a limited capacity, or open but operate without a limited capacity failed (1) to provide an opportunity to be heard, (2) to provide an opportunity to present witnesses, (3) to provide an opportunity to cross examine witnesses, (4) to permit the Texas Legislature from considering and debating the issues, (5) to provide a reasoned decision, and (6) to provide an opportunity to appeal.
2965. The lack of an opportunity to appeal is, by itself, proof that the determination of which businesses are to be closed, open but operate at a limited capacity, or open but operate without a limited capacity, the Lock Down Orders, and the aforementioned Executive Orders are arbitrary and capricious. The determination by Defendants was made upon their discretion and said discretion is not subject to an appeal.
2966. Under the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution, all fundamental rights comprised within the term “liberty”, which include the right to be free from bodily restraint, the right to contract and engage in the common occupations of life, the right to acquire useful knowledge, the right to worship God, and the right to enjoy the privileges associated with the rights of free people, are guaranteed substantive due process rights belonging to Plaintiffs and which Defendants violated.
Substantive Due Process
2967. Plaintiffs incorporate the preceding paragraphs in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.
2968. The Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution forbids a state from depriving anyone of life, liberty, or property without due process of law.

2969. The substantive component of the Due Process Clause guarantees that “all fundamental rights comprised within the term liberty are protected by the Federal Constitution from invasion by the States.” Planned Parenthood of Southeastern Pennsylvania v. Casey, 505 U.S. 833, 847 (1992) (quoting Whitney v. California, 274 U.S. 357, 373 (1927)).

2970. Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders and the Lock Down Orders required the closure of the physical operations of all businesses and entities that Defendant Abbott deemed not to be “essential” and for which criminal prosecution was threatened for those who violated same.

2971. Defendants, relying upon their discretion, arbitrarily and capriciously determined which businesses and entities were not “essential”.

2972. Defendant Abbott, through the execution of the aforementioned Executive Orders, ordered a phased reopening plan called “Open Texas” which determined which businesses and entities would be closed, open but operate at a limited capacity, and open but operate without a limited capacity.
2973. Defendants failed to provide specifically what factors were considered to determine which businesses and entities would be deemed “essential”, would be closed, would be open but operate at a limited capacity, and would be open but operate without a limited capacity. Defendants failed to provide a means to challenge or appeal Defendants’ said determination.
2974.  Defendants’ determination of which businesses and entities would be deemed “essential”, would be closed, would be open but operate at a limited capacity, and would be open but operate without a limited capacity is arbitrary and capricious.
2975. Plaintiffs have a right to protection from any arbitrary action by the government.
2976. The Due Process Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution prevents the government from engaging in conduct that is shocking to the conscious or that interferes with ordered liberty. In this case, The Lock Down Orders and Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders constitute arbitrary, capricious, irrational, abusive, and illegal conduct which interferes Plaintiffs’ liberty and property interests.
2977. Defendants’ aforementioned conduct constitutes the official policy of the State of Texas as Defendant Abbott repeatedly states within his aforementioned Executive Orders that said Executive Orders have the same effect as law despite Defendant Abbott refusing to convene the Texas Legislature to handle the issues as required by the Texas Constitution. 
2978. Defendants’ actions do not comport with the traditional ideas of fair play and decency.
2979. Plaintiffs have the right to pursue lawful employment as each shall determine and be free of governmental interference.
2980. As a direct result of Defendants’ conduct, Plaintiffs have lost their jobs, their livelihoods, their reputations, and their income.
COUNT III
Defendants’ VIOLATIONs OF THE FOURTH Amendment
2981. Plaintiffs incorporate all the allegations in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.

2982. Defendants’ scheme of massive unconsented “contact tracing”, without a warrant, infringes on the Fourth Amendment rights of Plaintiffs and all Texans.

2983. There is no compelling justification for Defendants to track the daily movements of Plaintiffs and other Texans of whom only a statistically insignificant number will have COVID-19.

2984. Defendants’ “contact tracing” scheme lacks safeguards to protect the Fourth Amendment rights of Plaintiffs and all Texans.

2985. Defendants’ gathering of the whereabouts and daily movements of political candidates and office-holders would give some an unfair advantage in leaking such information to the media or using same in political campaigns near elections.

2986. Defendants’ infringement on Plaintiffs’ Fourth Amendment rights have directly caused them monetary injury.

COUNT IV
DEFENDANTS’ VIOLATIONS OF THE EQUAL PROTECTION CLAUSE
2987. Plaintiffs incorporate all the allegations in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.
2988. Under the Equal Protection Clause, Section I of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution, “[n]o State shall…deny to any person within its jurisdiction the equal protection of the laws.” U.S.C.A. Const. Amend. XIV § I; City of Cleburne v. Cleburne Living Center, 473 U.S. 432 (1985). 

2989. The purpose of the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment is to secure every person within a state’s jurisdiction against intentional and arbitrary discrimination, whether occasioned by express terms of a statute or by its improper execution through duly constituted agents. Village of Willowbrook v. Olech, 528 U.S. 562, 564, 120 S. Ct. 1073 (2000).
2990. Defendants’ Lock Down Orders and “contact tracing” violate the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution by targeting and disproportionately harming certain activities and businesses, including those of Plaintiffs.

2991. Specifically, Defendants’ “contact tracing” to identify who has visited specific physician’s offices and who was seen at such offices is an invasion of privacy in violation of HIPAA and the Texas health privacy laws.

2992. In addition, interrogating Texans to have them disclose and identify who was seen at a restaurant, and with whom, harms the operation of the restaurant as it discourages customers from patronizing the business in fear of reprisals from the government.
2993. Defendant Abbott assumes that preventing the spread of COVID-19 represents a compelling government interest. However, the means sought to fulfill that interest in the aforementioned Executive Orders and Lock Down Orders are not the least restrictive possible. As a result, such means do not pass the strict scrutiny test.
2994. The Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution requires governments to act in a rational and non-arbitrary manner.
2995. Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders seek to determine which people, services, and groups are “essential” and which are not “essential” based on vague or arbitrary criteria that have no rational relationship to the governmental interest of stopping the spread of COVID-19. The authority to make or alter constitutional rights and/or create legislation is the province of the legislature and the people and not a unilateral decision to be made by one person, Defendant Abbott.  

2996. Through his numerous executive orders, Defendants, not the Texas Legislature, created classes of people, businesses, and services defined as “essential services”, “non-essential services”, “reopened services”, and “closed” businesses. Through his executive orders, Defendant Abbott has picked winners and losers allowing some businesses to stay open, some to partially reopen, and ordering some closed.  
2997. Defendants actions in classifying people and businesses as “essential services”, “non-essential services”, “reopened services”, and “closed” businesses are arbitrary and irrational given the fact that Defendants nor the Texas Legislature have classified people and businesses in such a manner. Defendants’ classification of people and businesses is nothing more than ipse dixit and a violation of the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution.
2998. Starting on March 19, 2020, Defendant Abbott’s Executive Order GA-08 ordered: “[E]very person in Texas shall avoid social gatherings in groups of more than 10 people,…people shall avoid eating or drinking at bars, restaurants, and food courts, or visiting gyms or massage parlors,…people shall not visit nursing homes or retirement or long-term care facilities…and schools shall temporarily close.”  

2999. The number of ten (10) people bears no reasonable or rational relationship to the stated goal of limiting the spread of COVID-19; it is purely arbitrary. Why not nine (9) people? Or eleven (11)? Since the number ten (10) has no reasonable or rational relationship to the purported goal of Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders or the Lock Down Orders, this limitation is arbitrary and void.

3000. Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders also arbitrarily select certain businesses to remain fully open while ordering other similarly situated businesses to remain closed. For instance, liquor stores, bicycle shops, big-box retail stores such as Walmart and Target, lawn care services, pool cleaners, and maid services have never been shut down. However, clothing stores, gyms, restaurants, bars, and massage studios were closed. Restaurants were allowed to operate at capacity limited to twenty-five percent (25%) on April 27, 2020, and are currently allowed to operate at capacity limited to fifty percent (50%).

3001. There is no rational difference between the open and closed businesses as to proximity between staff and customers so the closing of similarly-situated businesses is an arbitrary and capricious exercise of Defendant Abbott’s executive powers.
3002. Defendants’ plan to Open Texas is nothing more than an arbitrary decision making tool that relies on Defendants’ speculation.
3003. Shelly Luther, an owner of a hair salon, was issued citations for violating Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders requiring her salon to remain closed and a temporary restraining order (“TRO”) was issued by the 14th Judicial District Court in Dallas County, Texas, to compel her to remain closed. When Shelly Luther opened her salon in violation of the TRO, she was brought before the court and found guilty of contempt for violating the TRO and sentenced to serve seven (7) days in confinement. Shelly Luther then petitioned for a Writ of Habeas Corpus to this Honorable Court and a Writ issued from this Court ordering her freed from confinement without bond on Thursday, May 6, 2020.

3004. The very next day, on May 7, 2020, Defendant Abbott issued Executive Order GA-22. Executive Order GA-22 confirms that Defendant Abbott has the ability to determine the enforcement of his Executive Orders.

3005. Unfortunately, Plaintiff Gabriella Ellison was not so fortunate. During the same week Shelly Luther was found in violation of the TRO, Plaintiff Gabriella Ellison was arrested for operating her bar, Big Daddy Zanes, purportedly because the operating of her bar violated Executive Order GA-18. During the same period Shelly Luther was being prosecuted, Defendant Abbott continued his order that “people shall avoid going to bars”.  

3006. Cosmetologists, barbers, bartenders, manicurists, tattoo artists, waiters, and their clients/customers are typically within inches of each other for thirty minutes to numerous hours depending on the services being performed.
3007. However, other businesses also have proximity issues, including retail stores, because staff and customers are also in close proximity to each other for extended periods of time.  In an arbitrary manner, Defendant Abbott’s aforementioned Executive Orders closed beauty salons, bars, and restaurants while allowing other businesses like grocery stores and big box retailers to remain fully operational. This indicates that “limiting proximity to avoid spread of COVID-19” either was never the true goal of the restrictions (calling into question the purported “compelling governmental interest” prong of the strict scrutiny analysis); or, if it was, it was exercised in a completely arbitrary manner by allowing, in part, one business with proximity issues to stay open while another business with similar or even identical proximity issues was ordered completely closed (calling into question the second prong of the strict scrutiny analysis: least restrictive means).

3008. Additionally, even now, restaurants, bars, and numerous other services have their capacity limited to twenty-five percent (25%) or fifty percent (50%) while bicycle shops, liquor stores, pool cleaning services, and numerous other businesses have been allowed to remain open at all times since Defendant Abbott issued his emergency disaster proclamation. Wal-Mart, HEB, Home Depot, Amazon, and other businesses have experienced record increases in sales during the COVID-19 pandemic while small business owners have been forever closed due to Defendant Abbott’s COVID-19 lottery. 
3009. Recently, large rallies have been held across the state of Texas where people gather in groups of hundreds of thousands of people. With respect to these events, Defendant Abbott stated, “Every Texan and every American has the right to protest and I encourage all Texans to exercise their First Amendment rights.”  (Alex Samuels, Texas Tribune, “Texas Gov. Greg Abbott declares state of disaster after George Floyd protests”, May 31, 2020 at https://www.texastribune.org/2020/05/31/texas-greg-abbott-state-disaster-george-floyd/.
3010. Defendants’ decision not to eliminate the restrictions for all people and businesses impedes Plaintiffs’ fundamental right to use their private property without the government imposing arbitrary and irrational restrictions on the use of their property.
3011. Defendants’ actions have directly caused Plaintiffs to be completely deprived of the use and control of their private property while other people and businesses continue to be authorized by Defendants to operate.
3012. Defendants’ violation of the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States Constitution has directly caused Plaintiffs actual monetary injury.
COUNT IV
DEFENDANTS’ VIOLATIONS OF THE TAKING CLAUSE
3013. Plaintiffs incorporate all the allegations in this Complaint as if fully set forth herein.
3014. The Takings Clause of the Fifth Amendment provides that private property shall not “be taken for public use, without just compensation” U.S. Const. Amend. V.

3015. The Takings Clause generally bars the government from forcing some members of the public from bearing burdens that should be borne by the public as a whole.

3016. The State of Texas, through Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders, took property from some of the Plaintiffs herein without just compensation.

3017. The takings as a direct result of the Executive Orders worked to prohibit the use of the plaintiffs’ property; and, therefore, caused a diminution or loss in value of the property.

3018. The takings in this cause of action were so onerous as to work a direct appropriation of the property.

3019. Property and business owners who were forced to close their businesses suffered a taking which obligated said owners to bear the cost of government action without just compensation.

3020. The Executive Orders worked to deprive some of the Plaintiffs herein of their property interests. 
Prayer for Relief
Wherefore, Plaintiffs respectfully ask this Court to grant the following relief:

A. Enter judgment in favor of Plaintiffs, individually and on behalf of all others similarly situated, and against Defendants, jointly and severally, on all counts.

B. Pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1331, 1367, and 2201-2202, Fed. R. Civ. P. 57, and this Court’s equitable powers, issue a Declaratory Judgment that Defendants, jointly and severally, have violated Plaintiffs’ rights under the First, Fourth, Fifth, and Fourteenth Amendments to the United States Constitution.
C. A Declaratory Judgment that issuance and enforcement of the Lock Down Orders and Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders is unconstitutional for the foregoing reasons and that the actions of each Defendant is unlawful and unconstitutional.
D. Pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1331, 1367, and 2201-2202, Fed. R. Civ. P. 57, and this Court’s equitable powers, issue an Injunction ordering Defendants to cease all work towards “contact tracing” and from enforcing the Lock Down Orders and Defendant Abbott’s Executive Orders in the manner and fashion engaged by Defendants.
E. A declaration that Plaintiffs’ constitutional rights have been violated by Defendants’ actions and Defendants are enjoined from engaging in such violations and declare such actions to be null and void ab initio.
F. Pursuant to 28 U.S.C. §§ 1331, 1367, and 2201-2202 and this Court’s equitable powers, damages in the amount to be proved at trial or by dispositive motion.

G. Award Plaintiffs pre-judgment and post-judgment interest on any damage awards.

H. Pursuant to 42 U.S.C. §§ 1983 and 1988 and any other applicable provisions of law or equity, award Plaintiffs’ costs and reasonable attorneys’ fees.

I. Such other relief as this Court may deem to be just and proper, in both law and equity, whether pled or not.
